IEEE 802.16 Session #81 Opening Plenary Meeting

Monday September 17, 2012, 09:09 – 10:01 hours.
Opening

The Working Group (WG) meeting was called to order by Roger Marks at 09:09 hours local time. He welcomed the Working Group to San Diego for Session #81 of the IEEE 802.16 WG.

Dr. Roger Marks began by introducing himself as the Chair of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group (the “WG”) and stated his affiliation with Consensii LLC, Mobile Pulse, Inc, Airspan Inc., and the WiMAX Forum.  Dr. Harry Bims, affiliated with Bims Laboratories, introduced himself as WG Secretary.  Roger introduced Tim Godfrey as the WG Treasurer, and mentioned that he will be joining the Session meetings starting Tuesday evening.
Roger presented an overview of the Opening Plenary agenda.  

Roger mentioned that official information about the IEEE 802.16 Working Group and its activities can be obtained through the link <http://wirelessman.org>.

Roger explained how to access Working Group documents using the online IEEE Mentor Documents system through the link <http://docs.wirelessman.org>.  

Roger noted the web site <http://docii.wirelessman.org> as an alternative front end for accessing Working Group documents. Roger mentioned the upload area at <http://upload.wirelessman.org> is for temporary files and ballot comments. 

Membership and Voting
The Working Group Chair described the Working Group membership categories as well as the rights and obligations of membership (http:// ieee802.org/16/membership.html).  At the beginning of the Session there were 46 Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members.html>) of the Working Group. Potential Members (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_pot.html>), Members in Peril (<http://ieee802.org/16/members_peril.html>) and Observers (<http://ieee802.org/16/observers.html>) were also noted.  Voting members of the WG were advised they should have a yellow voting token appearing on their registration badge verify that their registration badge correctly indicated their membership as a voting member of the IEEE 802.16 Working Group.   Roger reminded the group that anyone attending a study group can vote as long as they are registered for the session.

Attendance

The attendees were informed that acquiring and retaining Membership in the Working Group depends on logging attendance correctly in the IEEE Automated Meeting Attendance Tool (“IMAT”). The WG Chair demonstrated the method of registering in the IMAT system by following the link <http://attendance.wirelessman.org>.  The attendance webpage contains an “Affiliation” field where the appropriate each attendee is expected to designate their Affiliation per IEEE-SA affiliation disclosure requirements (see reference <http://standards.ieee.org/faqs/affiliationFAQ.html>).  The indicated affiliation will be publicly reported. The WG Chair demonstrated how to modify your current affiliation using the IMAT system.

The attendees were informed that in order to register attendance for the meetings it is required to access the online attendance system using the “Verilan” wireless network.  This requirement is a precaution against users registering for meetings who are not physically at the meeting.

The attendees were informed that attendance credit will be granted to 802.16 WG Members for their participation in IEEE 802.18, IEEE 802.19, IEEE 802.21 and the IEEE 802.24 Smart Grid TAG.  Attendees were advised that they must record at least 75% of the possible credit hours in the IMAT attendance system in order to ensure “Participation” status for the session. Attendees were further advised that for this session, there are 33 hours worth of meetings, so 25 hours of attendance are required to reach 75%.  However, the number of hours may be reduced if meetings are cancelled during the course of the session.

Approvals
The WG Chair reviewed the IEEE 802.16 Session #81 Opening Plenary Agenda, which was available at <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg81/agenda.html>, and asked for comments or concerns. None were received.

Roger asked if there was any objection to the meeting agenda for Session #81.  None were raised.

The WG Chair asked if there were any comments on the minutes of the previous session. None were received.

Motion (09:25 h): “To approve the Minutes of Session #80 (Document IEEE 802.16-12-0512-02).”

Moved by Jaesun Cha, seconded by Hyunjeong Kang.

Motion approved by unanimous consent.

Working Group Chair’s Administrative Report

The WG Chair displayed and presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0573-00-Gdoc, the Chair’s IEEE 802.16 Administrative Report.
The WG Chair explained legal and administrative information regarding IEEE 802.16 for Disclosure of Affiliation, the Ethics policy, Patents, and Copyrights, also found at the link <http://ieee802.org/16/legal.html>.  The WG Chair presented each of the Patent Policy Slides for Standards Development Meetings, found at the link <https://development.standards.ieee.org/myproject/Public/mytools/mob/slideset.pdf>.  The WG Chair instructed the WG Secretary to record in the minutes that slides 0-4 were shown, and that an opportunity was given to the attendants to respond, and that no response was provided.

Roger mentioned that at this Session #81 the WG does not need to use the Pre-PAR meeting patent slides this week, since all of our study groups are working on approved PARs that have been assigned to them for meetings in this session.

The WG Chair reminded the group that Letters of Assurance (LoA) are available at the IEEE-SA web site. A database of LoAs related to IEEE 802.16 is available at <http://standards.ieee.org/db/patents/pat802_16.html>. The WG Chair instructed the Task Group and Study Group chairs to repeat the patent policy in their groups per the details provided for the respective groups.

The WG Chair explained that contributions submitted to the task groups and study groups must conform to the contribution procedures described at the link <http://WirelessMAN.org/submit.html>, and that submittals that violate these procedures would not be accepted.  Roger also presented the location of the IEEE 802 Rules document, the role of the Working Group Chair, and explained that any concerns should be brought to the immediate attention of the Working Group Chair.

Working Group Chair’s Status Report

The WG Chair presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0574-00-Gdoc, the IEEE 802.16 Status Report for Session #81.  Roger mentioned the previous 802.16 Interim Sessions and their locations, the Session #80 Meeting Report (located at <http://ieee802.org/16/meetings/mtg80/report.html>).

During the 802.16 WG Officer Update of the Status Report, Roger confirmed that Tim Godfrey has been appointed WG Treasurer as of August 31, 2012. 

Roger mentioned that IEEE Std 802.16-2012 and IEEE Std 802.16.1-2012 are avaialble for sale from the IEEE for $5.  Contributors to the standard have been offered the standard for free.  Roger mentioned the approval of IEEE Std 802.16p-2012 and IEEE Std 802.16.1b-2012. Jaesun Cha is working to turn in a final update of review comments on the documents by the end of this week.  Both standards documents are to be published by the IEEE in mid-October.

Roger also mentioned the 30 August approval of IEEE Project P802.16q for a Multi-Tier amendment, and IEEE Project P802.16.3 for a Mobile Broadband Network Performance Measurements standard.  Roger mentioned that Ron Murias is an 802.16 member who has volunteered to Chair the Metrology Study Group this week.  Roger mentioned that the WG Treasury Executive Commmittee has authorized travel expenses for WG Chair to attend the ITU-R WP 5D meeting.  Roger also mentioned that the Maintenance Task Group will not be meeting at Session #81.

Additional Working Group Status/Issues

The WG Chair presented the IEEE 802.16 Session #81 Document Guide.  The document is available at http://www.wirelessman.org/meetings/mtg81/docs.html.    

Roger showed the document assignment webpage <http://docii.wirelessman.org> and the 66 documents for consideration at Session #81.  He showed that all of these documents have been assigned to the appropriate task group or study group.  He asked if there were any requests for reassignment.  There were none.

The WG Chair displayed and presented the Schedule for the Week as displayed in the WirelessMAN Interactive Calendar for Session #81, whose online link can be found at <http://schedule.wirelessman.org>.    Roger mentioned that one of the goals for HetNet SG is to develop a presentation tutorial for 802.11 this week.  Roger asked if there were any comments on the Schedule for the Week.  There were none.

GRIDMAN TG Report:

Roger presented the GRIDMAN Task Group Opening Presentation for Session #81 on behalf of GRIDMAN TG Chair Tim Godfrey, as shown in Document IEEE 802.16-12-0577-00-Gdoc.  Tim Godfrey had apologized that he could not make it for the entirety of the Session.  Roger discussed the GRIDMAN comment resolution status, letter ballot recirculation results, and output documents from Session #80.  He also presented the GRIDMAN TG agenda for the week.

Roger informed the group that we need an Acting Chair for the Tuesday meetings of the GRIDMAN task group. Anh Tuan Hoangvolunteered to be the Acting Chair.

HetNet Study Group:

HetNet Study Group Chair Harry Bims presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0464-00-Shet, the “Heterogeneous Networks Study Group: Session #80 Opening Report”.  He reviewed the agenda and schedule for the week for the study group.

Metrology Study Group:

Roger presented the Metrology Study Group Agenda for Session #81 on behalf of Acting Chair Ron Murias.  No requests have been received for dial-in access to the meeting.  He reviewed the input documents to the study group and activities for the week.

Motion (10:16 h): “Motion: To authorize the Metrology Study Group to tentatively approve contributions to government agencies on behalf of the WG (subject to confirmation at the 802.16 Closing Plenary), submit them for 802.18 TAG review, and represent the WG with the 802.18 TAG on those issues.”

Moved by Harry Bims seconded by Hyunjeong Kang.

The motion was approved by unanimous consent.
Project Planning Committee (PPC) Report:

PPC Acting Chair Roger Marks presented the Project Planning Committee Agenda for Session #81 and discussed the input documents to this session.  There was a reminder from member about carrying forward a contribution from Session #80 regarding Direct Communication for Proximity-based Applications for discussion during the meetings.

ITU-R Liaison:

ITU-R Liaison Acting Chair Roger Marks presented the ITU-R Liaison Agenda for Session #81.  Roger mentioned that we should submit some materials by Wednesday morning for submission to ITU-R.  He also mentioned that the workplan is out of date and will be updated this week.

Motion (10:26 h): “Motion: To authorize the ITU-R Liaison Group to tentatively approve contributions to ITU-R on behalf of the WG (subject to confirmation at the 802.16 Closing Plenary), submit them for 802.18 TAG review, and represent the WG with the 802.18 TAG on those issues.”

Moved by Harry Bims seconded by Hyunjeong  Kang.

The motion was approved by unanimous consent.

The voting results showed 9 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

ITU-R Liaison Group Report:

ITU-R Liaison Acting Chair Roger Marks presented the document IEEE 802.16-12-0609-00-Gdoc, the “ITU-R Liaison Group Closing Report - Session #81”.

Roger described the summary of the meeting activities and input contributions, documents revised and carried forward, and documents recommended for WG approval.

Motion (16:33 h): “To approve 802.16-12-0607-01 and 802.16-12-0608-01 for ITU-R Working Party 5D per subclause 8.2.2 of the IEEE 802 LMSC Operations Manual”

Moved by Ron Murias; seconded by Eunkyung Kim.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 11 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (16:45 h): “To approve and issue 802.16-12-0610-00 and 802.16-12-0611-00”.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 10 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Roger mentioned that there will be four documents to be presented at Working Party 5D meeting on October 3, and that he plans to be in attendance at that meeting on behalf of the working group.

HetNet Study Group:

HetNet SG Chair Harry Bims presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-601-00-Gdoc, the “HetNet SG Closing Report for Session #81”.

Harry described the meetings of the study group for the week, the input contributions, including contributions on P802.16q Multi-Tier Networks, and the output documents for WG approval.

The voting results showed 11 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (17:05 h): “To approve the proposed Call for Contributions for P802.16q Multi-tier Networks (Document IEEE 802.16-12-0617-00-Shet)”.

Moved by Harry Bims; seconded by Ron Murias.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 11 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

GRIDMAN TG Report:

GRIDMAN TG Chair Tim Godfrey presented Document IEEE 802.16-12-0616-00-Gdoc, the “GRIDMAN Task Group Closing Report – Session #81”.

Tim discussed the accomplishments for the week, and the Session #81 Output Documents. 

Motion (17:09 h): “To authorize the editor to generate Draft P802.16n/D6 based on Draft P802.16n/D5 and the comment resolutions in ‘IEEE 802.16-12-0559-04-Gdoc’ and to request the WG to forward for Sponsor Recirculation Ballot on Draft P802.16n/D6.”
Moved by Tim Godfrey; seconded by Ron Murias.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 12 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

Motion (17:10 h): “To authorize the editor to generate Draft P802.16.1a/D6 based on Draft P802.16.1a/D5 and the comment resolutions in ‘IEEE 802.16-12-0560-04-Gdoc’ and to request the WG to forward for Sponsor Recirculation Ballot on Draft P802.16.1a/D6.”

Moved by Tim Godfrey; seconded by Eunkyung Kim.

Discussion: There was none.

The voting results showed 12 in favor, 0 opposed, 0 abstain. The motion passed.

The GRIDMAN TG Chair presented the GRIDMAN schedule prior to Session #82, and the GRIDMAN timetable through the approval of the standards.
Future Sessions

The WG Chair discussed the time and location of Session #82, Session #83 and Session #84.

The WG Chair polled the group as to whether they preferred to Closing Plenary to end at 6pm or at 10pm.  The consensus of the group was that ending by 6pm would be preferable, though the Chair mentioned that other groups often like to attend the 802.16 Closing Plenary if it occurs late in the evening.

For Session #82, the WG Chair estimated the number of slots required by each of the groups. For the Metrology Study group, the WG Chair estimated they might need 4 slots.  For the ITU-R Liaison group, the WG Chair estimated they might need 3 slots.  For the Project Planning Committee, the WG Chair estimated they might need 3 slots.  For the HetNet Study Group, the WG Chair estimated they might need a large number of slots.  HetNet would need to focus on the SCB PAR mostly on Wednesday and earlier part of the week.  Probably would book all of Thursday time for 16q.
