5. Chair presents slide 7, Encina Questions
a. Encina is writing reply comments for NoI 17-183 which would make it possible for WiFi to operate in the Part 101 frequency band of 5.925 GHz – 6.425 GHz without causing interference to existing stations or blocking new applicant stations.
b. They have a couple of questions, do any of the 802.11 specifications issued, or in process, meet the following requirements. We answered Encina’s questions during the meeting.
c. Operate in the 5.925 – 6.425 GHz band
· There is an amendment being worked on,  IEEE P802.11ax, due in 2020
· Actually it does go up to 7.125 GHz, today.
· And it does cover 2.4, 5.8 and 6 GHz.
d. EIRP of 36 dBm or less
· Yes – Annex D and E have the basic radio specs, except for 60 GHz in China.
· It does talk to other FCC Parts. 
e. Listen before talk
· Yes – except 60 GHz, it does not have LTB, today. 
f. Determine its lat, long and height AMSL
· Nothing in the standard. 
· Masters will know where they are per regulations, so not needed in the standard. 
· A key is different countries have different rules.
· There is an “option” for detailed timings, though has dependencies on how it is implemented by different vendors.  
· IEEE 802.11-2016 has the details. 
6. Chair presents slide 8-9, EU Items
a. CEPT – ECC SE45

· Next f2f was this week: 13-14  August 2018, ECO, Copenhagen, Denmark
· Fresh from a member:  Simulations need to be re-run now, and hopefully before final minutes and draft document next Friday the 24th. 
· The positive is all are on the same page now.  
· Next meeting is early October, with plans to get report out. 
· There is an added section 6.8 in the minutes on UWB, though remember SM-1756 is still what controls. 
b. Any other EU news? 
· Last week: Discussions going on about receiver performance from EC input.   There are questions on how it relates to the Harmonized Standards and products to market.  
· It affects many Harmonized Standards and opinion by many, this is a difficult issue.   It was posted on the TG11 site and can be picked up there.
· This week: this is exploding.  OJEU/EC is still refusing to publish TG11 standard.

· An ex parte filing given to the FCC on July 31st on sharing

· The proposal is to add a third database to the current TV White Space and CBRS databases. 
· Automatic Frequency Coordination. 
· Anyone familiar with the Frankenstein mess of automotive emissions controls knows that a piecemeal approach has a troubled future. Now is the time for us to plan for spectrum management for the next 20 years.
· We don’t need to stop current database developments, but must keep an eye to a future where all spectrum is controlled this way

· Comments: 11 Sept and Reply Comments:  26 Sept
· In 2015, the Commission adopted new rules for the 3550-3700 MHz band (3.5 GHz Band), opening the path to new commercial wireless use of this band.1 By this Public Notice, the Wireless Telecommunications Bureau and the Office of Engineering and Technology of the Federal Communications Commission seek comment on the results of those rule changes, as directed by Congress in the Spectrum Pipeline Act.2 Pursuant to the Spectrum Pipeline Act, the Commission is required to give notice and provide an opportunity for public comment before submitting to Congress no later than November 2, 2018 a report containing: (1) an analysis of the results of the 2015 rule changes relating to the frequencies between 3550 megahertz and 3650 megahertz; and (2) an analysis of proposals to promote and identify additional spectrum bands that can be shared between incumbent uses and new licensed and unlicensed services under such rules and identification of at least 1 gigahertz between 6 GHz and 57 GHz for such use.
