c) The 802.11 Working Group letter ballot 225 on P802.11ax D1.0 failed (145 yes, 106 no, 25 abstain) 


and received approximately 7000 comments. 
d) The approved remedy took effect after the November 2016 Session. Individuals affiliated with the SIG 


regained 802.11 voting rights as soon as their affiliated company withdrew from the SIG. All were 
eligible to vote as individuals on the 802.11ax letter ballot and from the January 2017 802.11 Session 
onwards. Because of the timely response to the remedy the individuals were able to participate, without 
interruption, in the 802.11ax activities. 


e) 802.11ax task group operations are more open and there has been a positive impact (WG chair 
observation of operation of the task group) 


f) Participants are keenly aware of the need to avoid creating potential dominance situations (WG chair 
hallway conversations with participants) 


g) Participants are encouraged not to leave complaints to the last moment so that aberrant behavior can 
be nipped in the bud (WG chair commentary to WG participants during WG plenary session)
