Discussion:

–Press and market analysts are starting to report news on Wi-Fi certified products, unit forecasts with NO reference of IEEE 802.11b. 
–Concern: Is that public perception of the connection between Wi-Fi and IEEE 802.11b may be lost if too much reporting only contains references to Wi-Fi.

Important to maintain reference to 802.11 as a subset

· IEEE staff didn’t want to loose the momentum on 802.11 as they did with 802.3 and Ethernet

· IEEE marketing and legal has total control of 802.11 branding and trademarks.

–Use our liaisons to communicate WG position…
–Draft response letter to the chair of WECA as an alternative plan to the liaison approach
