Mika Kasslin gave a short report about progress on resolving comments to BRAN24. The document being processed is HL_RCT_EN_v0_f_withrevisionmarks.zip

Four comments that are categorized as regulator are in the zipped files of BRAN24d021. The UK ones are particularly ‘tricky’. UK technical comment 2 requests conformance tests.

Proposing a joint session in September between .11 and ETSI BRAN.

Should there be any kind of test for DFS is an item of much discussion. Expect to finalize by BRAN26 in December.

A related document, BRAN24 d102_radar_detect_perf_Ericsson.zip, on radar characteristics – how one could detect radars using the DFS capabilities.

5 Preparations for July 2001 meeting

Duncan Kitchin asked current status of the draft.

Mika – draft normative text is still missing. An outline exists, but no text exists.

Duncan K - TGh haven’t had a motion to create a draft. There should be a motion at the next meeting ‘instruct the editor to create a draft’ and put on server by end of the week.

There is the stated intention to merge the proposals. 

Bill McFarland – do you anticipate having a merged draft to be voted on by the end of the meeting?

Converting to IEEE format is not the issue.

DFS and TPC were each debated a lot offline, but we now have agreement on each to build the draft from. 

Bill Mc – would we be better off to choose the proposal that was most complete and add things in with the ballot process? Rather that all take time to watch the parties resolve their differences?

Chris H – certain the details are being resolved and are working on a merged document.

Andrew M - TPC should be available next week. Mika agrees DFS should be available.

Mika – there is a very short time left, but it proved to be harder than expected.

Evan G – can we start from 01/169r2? Goal of draft on server by end of meeting is highest priority.

Duncan K – Any comments or dissention with that goal?

Mika – everyone agrees on that goal – a draft on the server by the 13th.

Bill Mc – would be happy to begin and can work with what you have. Mika and Amjad and Chris H and Joosuk Kim and Andrew Myles. 

Evan G – is it possible to show Bill?

It is a few days away from showing. The whole proposer group will get with Bill Mc on Thursday, July 5th at 1pm PDT.
