JPT5G DFS Status (Mika)

No draft paper ready yet. Detection threshold has been discussed at length. Working document is BRAN27d115 for details David Bradley is one of the contributors. Attempts to raise the threshold; –59dBm –52dBm are being discussed. Deadline is looming, face-to-face meeting in two weeks of the drafting group (following week of 802.11 meeting).

Channel measurements discussion led by Simon Black

Andrew Miles has placed document 02/154r0 which contains a proposal of DFS measurements. He requests members review this document prior to the plenary session.

Questions: Are the measurement reports more than needed? Should we make it mandatory, optional or trim it down.

Also should we include a container for manufacturers to add their proprietary reports in a standard way?

There was a concern raised about how we can be confident that the measurement reports will be adequate when we don’t know the regulatory requirements. Harmonized standard will have DFS requirements in more details than the ERC decision. E.g. how fast one must detect RADAR, detection threshold, etc. The consensus was that we must take an educated guess as to what the requirements will be and then design a standard to support them.

Issue on complexity – do we need all these measurement reports? For example, do we need measurements of foreign BSS signal strengths. Amjad and Chris argued that these are needed to meet the equal spectrum loading requirement. Andrew and Simon argued that this is not a requirement and that random channel selection combined with RADAR detection meets the requirement. Andrew argued that the spreading requirement is global yet the proposed forien BSS measurements are local in nature. He believes that we either need to use random selection or a global measurement technique.

Chris Hansen uncomfortable with the idea of the OUI (organization unique ID) containers because of possible rejection in committee (failed before) and also this might hurt interop. In addition he would like to meet the efficient use of spectrum. Amjad feels that putting in the OUI containers sends a message that we could not agree. Rather that we should hammer out a consensus on a common set of measurements. Simon would like supporters of the existing measurements to explain (perhaps again) how the proposed messages will be used.

RR group is going to continue as an adhoc group until TGh is finished. This so TGh should finish as early as possible. 

Andrew requests that TGh followers read submission document 02/142r0 on TPC. He requests that if there are any concerns that you please post to the refector before the meeting. This such that he can incorporate changes prior to the meeting.
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
