Bobby is not sure if it will be acceptable to the full committee. He is also worried if the TXOP duration requested is not accurate, then the channel will be used inefficiently – also worried that the fragmentation will not be taken into account correctly.

Javier, Sai and Srini think that the accuracy will not be a big issue because you will lose it if the HC can not grant the exact amount that has been requested and has to split into several TXOPs. They also think that with a good monitoring of the framing and ack policy will be sufficient to give the “correct” sized 
TXOPs. 

Sandesh is concerned and thinks that the TXOP duration is required, especially for prioritized traffic.

Sai thinks that it can be addressed as well.
