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Abstract

The current 802.11 TGi Draft refers to the Robust Security Network (RSN) protocol intended for new hardware as “AES-OCB”. This name is also in general use for the encryption and authentication algorithm currently specified for that protocol in the draft. This overloading of one name for two very distinct purposes is undesireable. Thus a new name is proposed for the protocol.

Motion

Moved, to direct the Editor to amend the TGi draft by replacing occurances of “AES-OCB”, where it refers to an RSN protocol, with “Strong Confidentiality and Robust Authentication Protocol”, which may be referred to as SCRAP where appropriate. Occrances of “AES-OCB” referring to the cryptographic algorithm invented by Phil Rogaway are not affected.
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
