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Scope: To enhance the 802.11 Media Access Control standard, the 802.11a High Speed Physical Layer in the 5 GHZ band and the 802.11b Higher-Speed Physical Layer Extension in the 2.4 GHz band supplemental standards, and other 802.11 PHY approved supplemental standards to provide radio and network measurement reports across multiple vendors and to provide a measurement service to higher layers. Purpose: To define and expose the necessary radio and network measurement information to facilitate performance monitoring, performance enhancement and new applications. 
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
