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The purpose of the proposed project is to amend the existing IEEE 802.11 
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vehicles. The primary reasons for this amendment include the unique 

transport environments, and the very short latencies required (some 

applications must complete multiple data exchanges within 4 to 50ms).
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The primary use of the amendment will be in support of surface transportation 

safety applications. Some examples of such applications are: intersection 

collision warning, stopped vehicle hazard warning, emergency vehicle 

approach warning, work zone warning, and road hazard warning. 
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
