2.9.3.1. document 11/04/1036r1
2.9.3.2. Background

2.9.3.2.1. The purpose of APF is to add clarifying information, not define new functions. Its purpose does not support a PAR and 5 Criteria. The APF work aligns better with the activities of TGm.
2.9.3.2.2. Desire to form an Ad-Hoc group, operating under SG rules, create submission for TGm, to be provided by March 2005. Work to be reviewed in TGm and in full WG as part of TGm balloting.

2.9.3.3. Discussion

2.9.3.3.1. Stuart J. Kerry asks Bob O’Hara, TGm chair, if this could be a subcommittee of TGm, rather than an Ad Hoc group. Bob says that is one way to conduct the group, but it wouldn’t enable operating under SG rules. A TG subcommittee would operate under TG rules. 

2.9.3.3.2. The APF SG would naturally expire in November if not renewed. Bob states that this corresponds to the Chairs Ad Hoc formed to address CAPWAP comments. 
2.9.3.4. On behalf of the APF SG, Move to request formation of an Ad-Hoc Group by WG Chair to create a submission to TGm. The submission will provide the text for the AP Functionality Description listed in 04/1036r1
2.9.3.4.1. Moved Dorothy Stanley, on behalf of APF SG
2.9.3.4.2. Discussion
2.9.3.4.2.1. The 802 ExCom wants to control work in the WG. Recommends following the process of SG and TG, rather than the Ad Hoc methods. This is inconsistent with 802 procedures.

2.9.3.4.2.2. The APF SG did discuss that. This is not a new process, but it has been approved by ExCom in the amended PAR of TGm. 

2.9.3.4.2.3. Against this from a formal standpoint. The history of 802.11 includes an architecture, but the document is the link layer only. The issue is whether AP functionality is part of the 802.11 document. Concerned about the omission of WDS – it should also be discussed. Would prefer the text was put in some other document. It is how to implement an AP. The cleanest approach would be to make a Task Group, and write a recommended practice for AP implementations, describing what an AP does. 
2.9.3.4.2.4. If the group wishes to submit to TGm, it should do it informally as an ad-hoc group. Any group of members can submit a document for consideration to a TG. Against the motion.
2.9.3.4.2.5. In favor – the preceding points are not relevant to the motion. The SG has determined that there is existing mentions of the AP in the current standard, but much is missing or implied. The place to clarify is in the current location. The APF is not creating new descriptions such as how to create an AP.  All that is needed is to clarify what is already there in the current standard.
2.9.3.4.2.6. This is not an issue with 802 process. This is just a quick way to accomplish the work. There is nothing new or controversial in the process, and there is adequate procedural and technical review.
2.9.3.4.2.7. Question for the TGm chair: Does the scope of the work described in this motion fit into the scope of TGm? The TGm chair, Bob O’Hara, states that he believes it does fit in the scope of 802.11ma.

2.9.3.4.2.8. This motion doesn’t have any effect. Anyone could make a submission. The only difference is that this group could have scheduled meeting time and places. In favor.
2.9.3.4.2.9. Is the goal of the ad hoc group limited to section 5.2 of the standard? Slide 9 shows the intended scope – also including 7.1.3.1. 
2.9.3.4.2.10. If the SG dissolves, couldn’t those people just join the work of TGm? Was that considered? Yes, but TGm is not a place where new description can be created. The other difference is operating under TG rules rather than the preferred SG rules. 
2.9.3.4.2.11. Is the issue that there are many non-voters? The intent is to have many contributors.

2.9.3.4.2.12. Against the motion. Doesn’t think WDS should be out of scope. Desires to amend motion – but not sure how to achieve the objective. 
2.9.3.4.3. 5 minute recess while the chairs review the optimum wording for a revised motion

3.12.2.3.3. The WG chair notes that the date is dilatory. We have a dispute between the WG and the contractor, and this work cannot be completed on this timescale. 

3.12.2.3.4. The mover has no objection to setting another date, but doesn’t want it to be indefinite. 

3.12.2.3.5. Harry Worstell is in favor of the motion, but not sure that we can promise any date to implement this.
3.12.2.3.6. 802 has almost taken this over from us. The current software was just supposed to be a first step. It is difficult to do anything with the software. 
3.12.2.3.7. Stuart J. Kerry notes that the funding issue is that maintenance has to be approved by 802 ExCom. It is not a matter of our treasury.
