Proceedings:

Chair opened the tele conference at 12:05 PM, EST. Shravan Surineni volunteered to be secretary for the teleconference.

Chair reviewed the agenda. He said he would like to add getting the update from the ad-hoc group formed during the Monterey session as an agenda item. He then asked if there is any discussion on the agenda. Seeing none, he asked if there is any objection to approving the agenda. No objections were heard and the agenda was approved.
The Chair then asked if there is any objection for the approval of last tele conference minutes from the document # IEEE 802.11-05/0001r1; hearing no objections the minutes were approved.
The Chair briefed the group about the progress made during Monterey session. He also discussed the technical presentations made during the meeting especially the primary and secondary metrics concept from the TGT terminology and concepts presentation (document # IEEE 802.11-05-0003r1). The Chair then asked for further comments about the material presented during Monterey session. As there were no further comments, he proceeded with the agenda.
Chair informed the group about the new ad-hoc committee formed during the Monterey session and asked one of the members from the ad-hoc group to brief the task group about the progress made since the Monterey session. 

Michael Foegelle said he is on the ad-hoc group and hasn’t attended any other meetings after Monterey.

The Chair asked if there are any further comments to be added before moving on to the next agenda item.

Shravan Surineni added that there was some good technical presentations and discussion during the Monterey session. He also added that, the tests should clearly mention the metrics that are being measured, both on AP side and Client side. He said this should follow the metrics discussion the group had during the San Antonio meeting and in later sessions.
Chair said the there was some discussion on the organization of the draft to clearly define the DUT; he said he would provide a summary of the discussions to the group. Chair then asked one of the ad-hoc group members to brief the task group.

Michael Foegelle, a member of the ad-hoc group, said he did not attend any meetings for the ad-hoc group after the Monterey session.He said the goal of the ad-hoc group is to go through the presentations made in TGT and come up with a set of definitions based on the discussion and put it into a document which would serve as a definitions document for TGT. 

The Chair asked one of the members within the ad-hoc group to take the responsibility of leading the group and also reporting the progress made within the ad-hoc group to the Task Group.

Michael Foegelle said that he will send an email to the task group to see if anyone else is interested in participating. 

The Chair moved to next agenda item, discussion of open issues from presentations made during Monterey meeting. As Tom, author and presenter of the template document (document # 11-04/1540r1) during the meeting was not present , Chair asked if anyone has objection to discuss the presentation at a later telecom when Tom is present. Nobody objected. The Chair asked if anyone wants to summarize the issues from the discussion requirements for formal proposals presented during the Monterey meeting.
Mark Kobayashi said that the group felt it is too early to come up with a table of contents for the proposal document.

Chair then discussed the updated version of the document #11-04/ 1553r1. He briefly described the changes made in the rev1. He said other members may not like the review requirements section in the proposal, and it may inhibit members from submitting the proposals, so he removed that section from the document. He then asked if there is any discussion on it. Seeing none, he asked if there is any objection in approving the document.

Shravan pointed out that the document requires the proposals to abide by the test template document, which is not approved by the group. He said this may not be acceptable.

Chair then offered to change the wording to “approved test template document” and this was acceptable to the group. Chair then said we will hold off the discussion on test template document until Tom Alexander is available. 

Michael Foegelle asked the chair if there is any list that has the attendees at the previous meeting, so that he can send email to the members of the ad-hoc group. 
Charles replied that attendance lists are no longer distributed. He asked Michael to send the mail to the reflector to see if anyone else is interested to participate. 
Uriel pointed out that IEEE rules require any business within the task group to be conducted through the reflector. 

Chair agreed and asked if anyone is not on the reflecter. Seeing none, he said he would like to see more discussion on the reflector and asked Michael to correspond to other members through the reflector.

Chair then asked if there is any other discussion. Seeing none, he invited members to submit technical contributions. He also informed the ad-hoc group that they can utilize the tele conference time of the task group, if the task group has no presentations.
Uriel asked other members to discuss the lists of metrics and their importance using the reflector so that it would reach a larger audience.

Chair welcomed the idea and invited Uriel and others to start e-mail discussions about the metrics. He then asked if there are any other items for discussion. Seeing none he adjourned the meeting.
