Mike Moreton (MM) – doc 05/0105r3– Draft Text changes – Text errors and clarifications

Key points from Mike’s summary of the document:

· There have been no changes to 0105r3 since the last meeting.

· Darwin will send comments to Mike 

Darwin Engwer (DE) – doc 05/0120r3– AP Functional Description

· Darwin has added the figures to 120r3, and included text to fill in the outline that was initially present

· He has sent a notice about the document to the reflector, and asked specific people for comments

· The intent is that 05/120 would be added as an annex in the standard.
· The text intends to clarify the attributes and characteristics of the AP functionality.
· Diagram 4 shows that the SME is part of the AP
· Diagram 5 is an alternate way of drawing figure 4. The DS-AP interface is simple.

· The document includes a reference to the portal and integration functions. Still need new text on the integration function. This new text could be a permanent submission, or part of the standard. Need to see text to decide.

Darwin Engwer (DE) – doc 04/1225r7– AP Functions – would not be incorporated into the standard

Key points from Darwin’s summary of the document:

· There have been no changes to 04/1225r7 since the last conference call. 

· One more small change – will post an r8.

Mike Moreton (MM) – doc 05/0115r0– Draft Text changes – DS Interface Description

Key points from Mike’s summary of the document:

· There have been no changes to 0115r0 since the last meeting. 

· This document describes support for virtual MAC entities. The DS allows injection of data from APs and Portals.

· 115 includes the MSDU passing interface

· Define the interfaces that are visible to the MAC. The Virtual MAC entities are within the AP.

· Need primitves, which provide the interface in and out of the DS.

· APs always have an ACM_STA.

· The functionality in 115 is within the AP.

· The flow of an MSDUcoming from the DS: DS gives MSDU to the AP, AP gives to ACM_STA, go through the virtual MAC entity. Need a new diagram for this. TO the DS, the DS should only see the STA-AP association. VMEs are internal to the AP. Makes it harder to describe how to do the 802.1D DS. Means we have to include the AP in the 802.1 functionality.

· Is 802.1X filtering part of the DS? This is different from the current view.

· Darwin will send comments to Mike.

Request for 802.1 Work 

Chair: In November, we had a joint meeting with 802.1, to describe the work that we were undertaking, and to highlight some of the areas in which the current 802.1 spec does not support some constructs that we are using. Tony Jeffree has asked if 802.11 wants to formally request that additional work be done in 802.1.

Discussion:

· Yes, we should document the differences, and ask for changes in 802.1. 802.11 does not need the changes to be made, but the 802 architecture will be more accurate if the changes are made.

· Mike volunteered to draft text for the request, to be discussed at the March meeting.
