This assurance shall apply, at a minimum, from the date of the standard's approval to the date of the 

standard's withdrawal and is irrevocable during that period.

The TSB will include the cabling between LAN equipment and wireless access points including pathways and spaces to support the cabling and wireless access points.

We welcome your input and participation as we develop this document and will keep you informed as this project is further developed.
