1.2. Opening

1.2.1. Call to order

1.2.1.1. JohnF (John Fakatselis): I call the meeting to order.

1.2.1.2. Meeting convened at 1940 hours. 

1.2.1.3. JohnF: I refer attendees to the agenda shown on the screen before you.

1.3. Process

1.3.1. Review of Agenda

1.3.1.1. JohnF: I will ask for any changes on the agenda later.  There is a session today, nothing on Tuesday, and then another final one on Wednesday.  Today we shall approve the agenda, then talk about objectives for the session, review the rules, summarize the last meeting, approve the last minutes, call for papers, and then discuss the plan for the week.  Any remaining time will be used for contributions and other business.  Are there any questions or suggestions? None.  

1.3.2. Approval of the agenda

1.3.2.1. JohnF: Is there any objection to adopting the agenda as shown? None.  Hearing none, the agenda is approved.  We shall now follow the agenda.

1.3.2.2. Per the direction of the working group, I have been asked to remind members to sign the attendance sheets.  You must sign each day and declare your percentage of attendance for 802.11.  Lists will be cross-checked to ensure accuracy.  We shall rely on the honor system.  I urge you to be accurate, as errors may invalidate credit for an entire day.  Also, keep in mind that if you forget to sign, you will also lose credit for that day.  

1.3.3. Review Objectives for the Session

1.3.3.1. JohnF: Continuing the agenda, let us review the objectives of the session.  This wraps up about a 5 year activity.  We have concluded a sponsor ballot recirculation.  We did not receive any new comments, so there will be no further changes.  I believe we have only 1 “no” vote, so there is very strong endorsement.  I am still waiting to collect the exact data from the letter ballot.  We must package the final documents and queue them for submission to RevCom.  That will happen at the next meeting, because it must happen at an 802 Plenary.  We shall seek approval from RevCom to “go to print”.  The next RevCom meeting, I believe, is October.  Are there any questions?  None.  We shall now move to the next topic.

1.3.4. Rules and Status Review for New Members

1.3.4.1. JohnF: If you have a motion, and you are not a voter, approach a voting member to bring a motion on your behalf. Like other 802 chairs, I will allow you to take part in discussions.  Votes are restricted to voting members only, however.  We will probably vote to accept the last block of comment resolutions Wednesday at the close of our business.  Are there any questions on this subject? None.  How many are attending for the first time?  Two.

1.3.4.2. JohnF: Last meeting we had a little more than a dozen comments, and we addressed them without producing changes to the draft.  So when it was recirculated, it confirmed the draft.  I shall double-check to make sure we have no new legal comments that we would be bound to address somehow.  I’ll do that tomorrow, and Wednesday we shall resolve the remaining old comments.  We shall also plot the course for RevCom submission.  Any questions on the sponsor ballot?  None.

1.3.5.1. JohnF: The next item is approval of the minutes.  Is there any objection to accepting the minutes? No. Hearing none, the minutes are approved.  There are no matters arising from the minutes.

I need to have another teleconference with Srini to discuss resolution status of all the letter ballot comments.  Srini changed employers, so could not join us this time.  He will, however, join us in July,. following the transition.  Any questions on the plan or anything else?  Hearing none, the next agenda item would have been technical discussions, presentations, or comment resolutions.  Since there are no papers and no technical issues at this time, I will ask the group if anyone has any question, comment, request for information, etc.  None. 1.5.1. Call to order

1.5.1.1. JohnF (John Fakatselis): I call the meeting to order.

1.6. Process

1.6.1. Status Review

1.6.1.1. JohnF: This is this week’s final session.  I’d like to prepare the RevCom package for the July meeting.  We must do several things.  We did receive a few comments, actually all are old comments.  One of them seeks to change the draft.  Another was an editorial change to the draft.  The balance will, by prior agreement, ceded to the Maintenance task group.  The outstanding technical comment would result in one remaining no vote.  Srini and I have constructed responses, and I shall share them.  We can then discuss them, and take a vote on approving them. We shall then work toward assembling the requisite documents for RevCom submission.   The first comment is by Mathilde Benveniste, submitted on her behalf at sponsor ballot by Stuart Kerry.  I refer to document 05/376 on the screen, comment number Benveniste/1.   Suggested resolution: decline this comment as due process has been given and it would change the draft.  The second is Frysinger/1 referencing 7.3.2.  This represented an oversight on the part of the group, but we have talked to the manager of standards policy, and we will correct the editorial comment as a part of publication, which will not be counted as a change to the draft.  The next comment is Kerry/1.  This commenter’s suggested resolution is accepted, and will be forwarded to TGm.  The next comments are Soomro/1 and DelPrado/1.  Both of them, like Stuart’s comment, will be submitted to TGm, by prior agreement.  I suggest we accept those comment resolutions as listed.  That concludes a summary of the comments.  Is  there any discussion on this?  Is there any differing opinion regarding the disposition of these comments or the suggestions formulated by Srini and myself?  None.  I would accordingly like someone to move to accept the resolutions.

1.6.1.2. Ivan Oakes:  I wish to so move: 

1.6.1.3. Move to accept the resolutions as in document 11-05-0376 and to instruct the TGe chair and editor to proceed with all necessary tasks to prepare to submit for approval to REVCOM at the July 2005 Plenary.

Next, following approval, the standard will flow to publication.  It has been almost 5 years since we started this process, but we have had a lot of hard work by many companies and individuals with the need for many compromises.  Industry interest is high, with wide TGe attendance, and hopefully this will be a valuable addition to the 802.11 standard.
