a. 2 antenna can send STBC single stream

2. Throughput in 20MHz

Wording FR-1:

Demonstrate at least one set of conditions under which 100 Mbps at the top of the MAC SAP can be achieved for all devices except for non AP stations supporting only a single spatial stream transmission, for which 50 Mbps at the top of the MAC SAP must be demonstrated.  

Provide all relevant information to document this. 
Wording FR-2:

Proposal supports at least one mode of operation that supports 100 Mbps throughput at the top of the MAC SAP in a 20 MHz channel for all devices except for non AP stations supporting only a single spatial stream transmission, for which 50 Mbps at the top of the MAC SAP in a 20 MHz channel must be supported.  

Provide all relevant information to document this.

Review PAR
FR-9: Must meet PAR and 5C

2. Review PAR
