David Steer: on last page (Section 21, Additional Explanatory Notes) Last sentence “The project will define…” Move this sentence to the start of this section.

5.2  Five Criteria document 11-05/351r3

Chair invites comments on 5C document.

David Steer :  (Section 3b One unique solution per problem) First sentence change "laptops in conformance…" -> "mobile stations in conformance…"
Last sentence "Allowing an unlimited … interference". Replace words "militates against" by "may constrain".

Same sentence "limits markets" -> "may limit markets".
