A general discussion spanning a variety of technical aspects (e.g., channel bandwidth) was held, though no conclusions were reached. Peter indicated that the SG can make multiple recommendations and come to one or more conclusions, but for each contended conclusion we should minute the name of each individual, their primary WG affiliation, and their level of support (Approve/Disapprove/Abstain).
6) Review and Approval of Prior Meeting Minutes

Peter has created 11-05/527r2, which has one minor revision to a typo in one of the dates listed in 527r1. This was for the May 25 telecon. The group approved these minutes without objection.

Peter is creating 11-05/556r1, which has 2 minor changes to typos in dates of prior and future conference calls. The 3rd change is to remove references to a May 11 telecon, which was never scheduled. As these were all extremely minor, the group again approved the minutes with these changes without objection.
