Discussion on the motions:

Q: Do we send the PAR out for letter ballot?

A: PAR could be modified during the sessions this week, could go on the NesCom agenda for November.

Q: Does this imply that if a proposal does not support single stream with 50 Mbps, is it then not in 

   conformance with the proposed FR?

A: That is the intent.

R: May not be clear from this language. Should be non-ambiguous.

A: Agree.
