Proceedings:

Chair opened the teleconference at 10:00 ET.

There were no objections to everyone being aware of IEEE –SA policies.

Discussion of Scope, Scenario and Assumptions document (05/355r6)   Sabine Demel
Sabine updated the group about the changes to the document.

Stephen (Chair): When we say AP, do we mean IEEE802.11 Access Network or the Access Point?

Sabine: Based on the text from Mike, it is the Access Point.

Farooq: Feel it should be some entity that aggregates the traffic to provide the charging information..

Sabine: So, the Access Network is prefered?

Farooq: Yes.

Stephen (Chair): Also feel it is more generic.

Stephne (Chair): The Assumptions section could be removed, since it is only needed at earlier time for drafting out the requriements.

Sabine: Should we also remove the annex?

Stephen (Chair): Leave it for the Garden Grove meeting to decide.

Farooq: What is the intension of the assumptions?
Stephen (Chair): They are used to define scope and background in more details.
Sabine: It is helping to understand the terms and requirements.

Stephen (Chair): In Annex A, the figure number is not correct.
Sabine: Will fix that.

Sabine: Do we want to combine all three document (Requirements, Terms and definition, and the Assumptions) as one when attach them to the Liaison Letter?

Stephen (Chair): Don’t think this document should be sent out in this form. The Requirement document needs to be approved before being attached to the Liaison Letter. This document probably can be merged into the Terms and Definition document. It needs to be decided in the Garden Grove meeting. 
Sabine: Think the IEEE802.21 way to have everything in one document is good.

Stephen: Yes. This is about Liaison preparation.

Mike: There are both advantage and disadvantage.

Stephen (Chair): Yes. Not sure about that now.

Stephen (Chair): How would 3GPP feel about that?
Sabine: It would be OK to be attached as one zip document.

Stephen (Chair) : Then we will keep it as separate for now.
Liaison discussion
Stephen (Chair): In the old requirement document (05/279), there is a list of groups we want to send liaison letters to. Have talked to IEEE802.11 WG chair, there is a 10 min slot on allocated on Wednesday plenary for the TGu Liaison issue. Therefore, we need to sort out the liaison on Tuesday in TGu. 

Sabine: How should we create the Liaison Letter? Is it created during hte meeting or have a proposal of the letter before meeting?

Stephen (Chair): It is good to have some proposal before the meeting. Welcome any proposal. Please send an email to the (TGu) Chair, and we can work out a draft letter before the meeting.

Farooq: We still need to go through the rest of the requirement before addressing the liaison issue.

Stephen (Chair): Yes. We have 4 hours on Monday, and 4 hours on Tuesday. But, if we are not satisfied with the requirement on Wednesday, we can delay the liaison to Friday. For example, the letter could be presented on Wednesday, but motion could be raised on Friday.

Farooq: Yes. Yes the requirements need to be agreed before that.

Stephen (Chair): Yes. Think we will be OK.

Farooq: The requirements from IEEE802.21 may be late.

Stephen (Chair): We need to figure out who/which group to send the liaison to. Liaison letter will only be approved with a correct name and address.

Sabine: In last meeting, there are some requirements approved that is not covered in the model. However, we are not worry about that now, since we think that the model doesn’t need to cover all the cases. 

Eleanor: It would be good to discuss that in the mailing list and add more text to explain that.

Stephen (Chair): Yes. It would be good

Eleanor: Can we raise motion to change the text in the requirement document again?

Mike: Why not. We only apporved the requirement text, not the detail notes.

Stephen (Chair): Yes. We can do that.

Sabine: The requirement is changed during the approval process, and the explaination text needs to be updated too.

Stephen (Chair): Will Sabine initiates the discussion in the mailing list?
Sabine: OK. 
Discussion of Agenda for September meeting
Stephne (Chair): We will try to complet the requirement document first. There are 11 more to be reviewed. Then, we will discuss the Liaison issues. And, during the requirement approval process, we have a outstanding technical presentation from last meeting to be dealt with. There are also a few new technical presentations scheduled on Wednesday afternoon. Have received a request for the presentation regarding Fix Mobile Convergence.
Farooq: We are trying to get a liaison approved from 3GPP to IEEE. If the 3GPP doesn't have the LS ready by the meeting, I will submit a direct submission to TGu regarding the emergency all support. 
Stephen (Chair): Would like to invit you present on Wednesday afternoon.

Stephen (Chair): Please have Sabine in the loop, since she is the official liaison officier to 3GPP.

Stephen (Chair): At the moment, TGv is working at the E911 issue. 

Stephen (Chair): So, also need to inform Pat about it.

Farooq: We will state in the liaison that TGu, v, and k should be informed. But, if it is a direct submission, will only present in TGu. 
Stephen (Chair): Another choice is to do it in WNG SC.

Stephen (Chair): I have sent a call for technical contributions in the mailing list after last teleconf. If there is anything submitted, we will deal with them at the end of the week. Please send me an email to inform about the scheduled submission. It could be just some simple thoughts. It will help to gauge what is interest on the requirements, and what kind of time frame we need for the formal proposal presentations. 
Downselection Discussion (05/618r1)

Stephen (Chair): We need to approve some sort of downselection process before issuing formal Call for Proposal. We need to look into that again in Sept meeting.

Next Step Discussion

Sabine: The r7 of the Scope, Scenario, and Assumption document was uploaded to the document server. 

Sabine: In the original requirement document 05/0279, there is no indication on which requirement is approved, and which is left for LA meeting. It will help to have that to avoid confusion.

Mike: OK. Will do that.

Stephen (Chair): In LA, we will have 4 meeting mintues to go approve. They are meeting minutes for July session (05/817r1), meeting minutes for July ad hoc session (05/818r0), minutes for last teleconference (05/837r0), and minutes for this teleconference (05/851r0). Please go through them and comment. 

Stephen (Chair): IEEE802.21 is looking at difference technical requirements for L2 technologies. There are some requirements drafted for IEEE802.11. Not sure what they will do with it. It may be good to look at their document first.
