Replace lines 27 through 31: “The Fast Transition Key Holder Information Element…is defined in Figure 80AB”
With: “The Fast Transition Key Holder Information Element (KHIE) is used by an AP to advertise the identities of all R0 Key holders, except the R0 key holder of that AP.  The R0 key holder of that AP is advertised in the TSIE.  The KHIE indicates that an AP is capable of being configured by security keys for a TSTA which performed First Contact procedures with any of the R0 key holders (R0KHs) listed in the KHIE.
The KHIE is defined in Figure 80AB.”

Changes to Section 8.5A.4
Add After Line 65: For cases in which an AP supports multiple R0KHs for fast transitions, then the AP will advertise the KHIE, containing all those R0KHs, in probe responses; or,  to enable minimal probing by the TSTA, an AP may also include the KHIE in its beacons.  If a TSTA had used any one of the R0KHs listed in the KHIE at First Contact, then the TSTA can expect to execute Fast Transition procedures at this AP.  Each R0KH-ID is a unique NAS identifier for which the PMK-R1 keys can be mutually derived both by the AP and by the TSTA.
