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Remove the following field from Figure 80AA, in Section 7.3.2.41:  The R1KH-ID field.

Insert the following as a paragraph in Section 7.3.2.41, page 21, line 36.

A TAP has only one key holder associated with it, which is the NAS associated with that TAP.  The R0KH-ID is the identity of this NAS, which is advertised in the FTIE.

Insert the following section after section 8A.1.1 and number the section as appropriate 

8A.1.2 Advertisement of Key Holder Names

Prior to BSS-Transition, the TSTA needs to know whether it can establish a security association with a candidate TAP. That is, the TAP advertises an R0 key holder that the TSTA can use to establish a security association.

If there is a single R0 key holder in the Mobility Domain, the TAP shall advertise the R0 key holder in the FTIE of the Probe Response and Beacon frames. The KHIE shall not be present. 

If there are multiple R0 key holders in the Mobility Domain, the TAP shall advertise its R0 key holder in the FTIE of its Probe Response and Beacon frames. The TAP shall advertise any other R0 key holders in the KHIE of its Probe Response and Beacon frames.
