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IEEE 802.11 Meets Milestone to Enable Advanced Wireless Applications 
PISCATAWAY, N.J., USA, November 18, 2005 - the IEEE 802.11 Working Group this week voted to accept a draft document for the Radio Resource Measurement specification as a baseline to develop the final standard.  Once completed, the specification will provide measurements and diagnostics for the Wireless Local Area Networks (WLANs) that operate in the unlicensed 2.4GHz (ISM), 4.9GHz (Japan), and 5GHz (UNII) bands.  The results of this work will enable more accurate and efficient operation of the WLANs for government, home, enterprise, and metropolitan applications.  Next generation video streaming, wireless VOIP (wVoIP), and dense WLAN deployments represent new challenges requiring more precise WLAN measurements.  Optimization of these radio environments will allow greater numbers of devices to coexist while reducing wireless network traffic congestion.  Target date for final standards approval is Jan 2007.  
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
