· Goals:  Provide an update on the Fast Track, complete unfinished documents and agree as a group what do with these documents.  Four documents will be circulated on a flash.
Chair:  Are there any comments, corrections or changes to the Vancouver minutes?  Hearing none, are there any objections to approving the Vancouver minutes by unanimous consent?  With no objections, the minutes are approved.

Chair:  Are there any changes to the agenda?

· Replace November and Vancouver with the current meeting.

Chair:  Any objection to approving the agenda by unanimous consent?  Hearing none, the agenda is approved.
Business:
· Before the holiday break, China circulated a 10 point letter (~110 page) to all the National Bodies (NB) except us, rebutting the contradiction statements.  We are working on a response to this letter.
· A member of the IEEE staff has setup conference calls to discuss how to get information to the NBs about this letter.  After discussion, the decision was made to develop a list of contacts that may be able to help us communicate this with the NBs.  
· A prioritized (order of importance) list of documents include:
1. 11-05-1204 –detailed comments on WAPI - done
2. Executive summary letter
3. 11-05-0957 Position paper - done
4. Summary or High Level comments documents in ISO comments format
5. Presentation responding to WAPI letter – include in Summary comments document
6. Response to china’s “contradictions” document – hold to comment resolution
· Steps to communicate with the NBs:
· Decide which documents to deliver - done
· Decide on any tuning needed
· Indicate who is responsible for completing these documents- done

· Decide whom to deliver the four documents to
· Who is the NB contact?

· What do we give them?
· Who is responsible for lobbying each NB

· When: documents completed this week

· We need a higher layer issue document that references a detail document.
· A positive note is that during the contradiction phase, many NBs borrowed text we wrote.
· A number of NBs are sensitive to the aggressiveness of the language.

· There was a request to send another outreach letter, although how and who to send it to is still open.
· China has sent out invitations to representatives, although excluding the U.S., to come to Beijing to discuss this issue.

· A reporter from Computer Wire contacted IEEE-SA asking for a response to the Chineses announcement from earlier this month that WAPI would be preferred in government purchases.  After hearing the IEEE-SA response, a comment was made on the difficulty of getting accurate information out to the press.

· To get Working Group approval, documents must be completed by Friday.  A room will be reserved for people to go and work on the documents.
· The group reviewed and edited the 802 11i WAPI Summary letter for a while, before it was determined it would be a more efficient to reserve a room, display the room number on the bulletin board and recess into ad hoc mode.
