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Proceedings:

Chair opened the teleconference at 09:05 ET.

There were no objections to everyone being aware of IEEE –SA policies.
Virtual APs
TGu : Virtual AP provides a possible solution to the segregation of traffic within an AP, through the selection of various SSPNs, assuming that there is a 1:1 mapping of SSIDs to SSPNs.

However, possible TGu solutions are now starting to appear suggesting better solutions to the advertisement of SSPNs to the user, which are more efficient, scale and do not assume this 1:1 mapping.

TGv : Virtual AP is a feature which is currently available in many vendor’s products and requires standardisation to provide a single cross-market solution.  In addition, it is essential to TGk, so that determination of real infrastructure within any hotspot can be determined, by highlighting the difference between virtual APs and the real APs.

Question: It is assumed that traffic segregation to different back haul networks will occur in the AP and this is what TGu will provide.

Answer: No, TGu provides traffic segregation over the air interface.

Question: So, does either TGu or TGv then support standardisation of VPNs.

TGv Answer: No, not really, this is an AP implementation issue.

TGu Answer: No, definitely not, this is not within the scope of TGu.

Question: Why cannot TGv live with the current SSID solution, which works with up to 4 (or so) virtual APs.  In the enterprise environment, more than this do not appear to be required.

TGv Answer: Because it would be nice to support more than 4.






Way Forward
Create a joint TGu/TGv document, which describves the scope of what Virtual AP means within each task group.

This can be started on the mailing lists. At this stage it is not known if the document will be socialised within the Denver meeting, due to time constraints within TGu.
