Call to Order, Appointment of recording Secretary:

Charles opened the teleconference at 12:03 PM EST.  Dennis Ward was appointed secretary for the teleconference.
Approval of Agenda:

The agenda was approved by unanimous consent.

Discussion:

Items for Proposals at the Denver Plenary:

Charles:  Received notice of document 11-06/160r0 from Pertti

Pertti:  Further work required is required on the document and won’t upload until the meeting in Denver.

Charles:  Is the document the OTA Sampling test?

Pertti:  Yes, real life antennas, MIMO situation testing.

Charles:  Will you have draft text proposal to present?  Also reminded Pertti that the proposal should be submitted as soon as possible on the document server.

Pertti:  Yes, may revise during the meeting

Charles:  Reminded group of 3 hour Ad-hoc time and official meeting times.  The rationale for Ad-hoc meeting times, and purpose / rules for ad-hoc meetings was also reviewed.

Pertti:  Requested TGT agenda for Denver session.

Charles:  Suggested using 802.11 WG web site to download the overall session spreadsheet with agendas.  Described the excel document and contents.

Pertti:  Asked for clarification on web site URL

Charles:  The spreadsheet is available as document 11-06/122

Charles:  Suggested to Pertti to give a first run on his proposal at the Ad-hoc session, and further suggested others could utilize that time for a first runs on their proposals.  However, all votes would need to be reaffirmed during the offical meeting time

Charles:  Asked Craig if he had intention to present in Denver.

Craig:  Yes, have specific changes to test methodology in current draft.

Charles:  Asked Craig if he could reveal the subject.

Craig:  Not ready to reveal, but wants to make some changes to methodologies and basic modifiers.

Dennis:  Planning to bring some text regarding introductory verbiage and perhaps some test equipment standards and additional references.  Documents not ready for upload at this time.

Sasha:  The OTA – ACI test methodology previously presented has been changed and updated.  Planning to make a proposal and has renamed the methodology to Coexistance of 2 overlapping BSSs in adjacent channels.  There are also two presentations regarding Video testing / methodologies.

Rusty:  Planning to present on video topic as mentioned by Sasha.  The presentations are:  Gross Error Detection Tool, a follow up of previous presentation 11-06/321r0 and another called overview of Video use cases 11-06/322r0.

Charles:  Won’t place it on the list of presentations for now.

Charles:  Asked Sasha to reiterate his intention so it was recorded properly.

Sasha:  Clarified his presentation.

Pertti:  Asked Mark Kobayashi to reiterate his email address.

Pertti:  Has the Ad-hoc session occurred previously and what are the expectations so attendees can make a choice of when to arrive.

Charles:  Several people attended the previous Ad-Hoc in Vancouver.

Charles:  Asked for other topics.  None received and thanked the group for their attendance.
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
