9.2.3.1 RIFS

RIFS may be used in place of SIFS to separate multiple transmissions from a single transmitter when no SIFS-separated response transmission is expected as a means of reducing overhead and thereby increasing network efficiency. There are additional restrictions regarding when RIFS may be employed. Those restrictions appear in appropriate subclauses.
