2. Suggested Remedy (If appropriate):
79 Missing section

6 Include the specification for the WSI contents in the 802.11 normative text, or place the Service channel ID in a non-opaque field.

116 The WSI field contains specific information indicating the WAVE services being offered and the channel(s) which will carry these services.
3. Background, Explanation, Discussion, etc.:
These comments seem to be primarily a question of the correct way to reference information not actually in the amendment, in one case to a clause in the base 802.11 standard, in the other to information that is relevant to higher layer (draft 1609) standards. There is an additional question of whether the Service Channel information is such an important part of the WSI information to the MAC layer that how it is decoded should be part of the 802.11p amendment.
4. Recommended Resolution of the Comments:
Comment 79: reject on the grounds that the reference is clear once the amendment is merged into the document, unless someone experienced with 802.11 editing procedures has a better standard form to recommend
Comment 6: leave open to be resolved as part of the resolution of the comments about Control and Service Channel usage on section 9.15.
Comment 116: accept the rewording of the commenter in the Suggested Remedy section above, on the principle that it is better to avoid cross references to draft standards if possible.
