P802.11r-D2.0 allowed the Fast BSS Transition frames to be either Association Request/Response or Reassociation Request/Response.





In response to LB82 comments and the discussion that followed, this was proposed to be changed to always use Reassociation Request/Response.  The name of the procedure being performed is also to be called a reassociation instead of (re)association.





This submission identifies all of the places in D2.0 that need to be updated with this change.





A separate submission (11-06-0555-xx) proposes the additional step of making the Fast BSS Transition Initial Association procedure to be always Association Request/Response frames, instead of (Re)association request/response.
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
