TheTR41.4 committee is working on a TIA standard for VoWLAN phones. The requirements on admission control and prioritized voice calls with VoWLAN phones are:

1)
Multiple priorities on voice call access for the ability to prioritize these calls at the MAC level (EDCA or HCCA)

2)
Bandwidth reservation for the prioritized voice calls to guarantee that any emergency calls established by the VoWLAN phone will be granted by the AP

3)
Preemption of any existing lower priority voice call at the AP level in order to establish the new higher priority call

4)
The ability to establish an emergency call from a VoWLAN phone even if the phone is not authenticated or associated

A possible solution would be to introduce prioritized call signaling at layer 2 (e.g. specific information about priority call level in the ADDTS request). The committee would appreciate 802.11’s assistance in determining if 802.11 standards currently have all the necessary mechanisms defined to support these requirements. If not, what areas are absent and is there a projected roadmap for when the standards are expected to be available?
