The first afternoon session (13:30-15:30) has been moved from Monday to Thursday, so the meetings are now on Monday, Tuesday AM and Thursday PM and meeting content has been slid later to fit.  This rescheduled TGs session (actually swapped with a TGw session) is reflected in the latest published 802.11 WG Agenda, rev. 1.  The Chair reviewed the remainder of the May meeting Agenda. There were no comments on this revised version.  It will be uploaded to 802wirelessword (which was down the morning of and during the teleconference) shortly.

The Chair discussed the sites for the June ad hoc meeting.  This meeting is being proposed due to the limited time available at the Jacksonville meeting.  Intel has offered to host in Portland, Siemens in Munich.  The Chairs suggested using the mailing reflector to post these and any other options. The location needs to be agreed before the Jacksonville meeting – preferably by or during the May 10 teleconference, because 30 days notice of the details needs to be given.  It was deemed premature to discuss the meeting Agenda in detail.
