Proceedings:

Teleconference opened at 12:04 ET
Charles asked for other discussion for the agenda; there was none approved.

Charles asked for comments to the last meeting; no comments were made; approved

Known issues list document 11-05/1024r4 to the server…Charles put new version on server.
Continuing with remaining “yellow” comments in issues list.

Comment 48:

Dalton asked for a separate section to discuss how and what needs to be accounted for as far as calibration and losses. 

Asked Dennis to come up with the section; Dennis acknowledged accepting the task.

 Dennis also commented that this doesn’t specify to actually measure the losses and variations and it should be added to the test method somewhere.

Tom suggested something between Clause 4 and 5 and we could put in the procedures and recommended measurement and calculate the uncertainties. Consensus was to add a paragraph called common test practices. 

These would be inserted into each required method to add clarity of how to calibrate measure etc. 

Proposed Resolution: Add “Common Test Practices” in the draft to resolve the comment. 

A side notation per Dennis, ensure that the reporting method of calibration and proof are part of the text somehow.

Comment 49:

Comment to ensure that RF cables needed to be accounted for in the test environment. Phase and acceleration and will need to be added to the report. 

General agreement is to change the wording to read as a means of how to simulate multipath and refer to a multipath simulator. 

Fahd: asked to add the model and channel response also where would the MP simulator be inserted in the diagram. 

Craig: are the modifiers to be added as a basis to build on with more WLCP and AP’s?  In that case extra care should be added in those methods where this is used to ensure that the calibration and power are accounted for in the configuration. Otherwise the method could be invalid since one device or RF path could overpower the other devices. Added later since discussion needed to be cut short.

Possible Resolution: Possible Change to read “equipment can be inserted” and remove the additional multipath simulation by attnuation and cabel length statement. No agreement or purposed resolution was achieved on this comment.
