3) Read out of the IEEE Patent policy

The required statements about the IEEE patent policy were read by the chair Peter Ecclesine. There were no questions or statements from those present.

4) Summary of the March plenary
Peter gave an update of the March meeting (06/482r0
Peter gave an update on the FCC situation, noting the Spectrum Bureau reorganization is not visible, a fifth Commissioner has been nominated, but confirmation has been ‘earmarked’.

5) Discussion of candidate Purpose, Principles and Vision  06/0247r1

Peter – Discussed candidate principles and Outcome/Vision to guide the TG. 

Thoughts on Purpose

The Task Group should create an amendment whose implementation in solutions is likely to receive FCC approval for operation in 3650-3700 MHz under the 47 CFR 90 subpart z rules. 

Thoughts on Principles

If the FCC changes the rules, the Task Group should change the amendment accordingly.

The amendment should not duplicate functionality that is being standardized in other Task Groups that are likely to complete before 802.11y. Examples include 802.11k and 801.11w. 

[Eldad commented the TG needs to understand the law about operating locations better.]
There is no need for backwards compatibility with 2.45 GHz ISM operation. The amendment should exclude some optional MAC and PHY behaviour, e.g. Point Coordination Function, FH, DSSS, and ERP. that have not been used in coexistence with radars.
Thoughts on Vision/Outcome

If we take the OFDM PHY with 5-, 10- and 20-MHz channel widths, extend DFS, add some location capability and augment Block Acks, and expose our MIBs, we should have the basis for a system that the FCC can approve for operation in the US 3650-3700 MHz band.

We expect 802.11 REVma to be approved before TGy ;-) , so a minimum amendment may have optional PHY and MAC changes, and informative annex information about the use of 802.11 to form the basis for a system that the FCC can approve.

There was some discussion of FCC’s view on use of 3650-3700 MHz, which is noted in FCC 05-56 Sections 15, 16 and 17:

We then looked at 11-05/1039r3 Objectives and Requirements, but only agreed that Security of Management Frames should be excluded from TGy.
We discussed the four kinds of stations:

Base stations are registered, and do not move from their civic address.

Fixed stations are not registered, do not move, and may operate only if they can positively receive and decode an enabling signal transmitted by a base station. Fixed stations do not talk with other fixed stations

Mobile and portable stations are not registered, are limited to 1 watt/25 MHz EIRP, and may operate only if they can positively receive and decode an enabling signal transmitted by a base station. (Refer to FCC 05-56 sections 51-53)
Any mobile/portable stations may communicate with any other mobile/portable stations so long as each mobile/portable can positively receive and decode an enabling signal transmitted by a base station.

Airborne operations by mobile/portable stations is prohibited.
