Approval of Agenda

Members confirmed order of agenda, and agreed by unanimous consent

Approval of Minutes for April 20, 2006 Teleconference

Minutes of last meeting – Craig Warren – 11-06/0588r0

Dennis Ward sent some comments to Craig for incorporation.  Craig will incorporate change.  Minutes will be accepted at the Jacksonville meeting.  Craig will send Charles the changes for review in advance.

Charles offered for members to sign in.  Will be useful during issues list review.

If the group likes the tool, then suggests we use it again.  Unfortunately the tool only seems to support Windows OS.

Tom Alexander will look at support of Linux and / or MAC OS.

Preparation for Jacksonville Meeting

WG Tentative Agenda is available on the server.  TGT has been scheduled for 5 meetings.  This is due to the number of Letter Ballots outstanding requiring time by those TG’s.

Pertti indicated he would present OTA test methodology prior to leaving the call.  No document number has been announced as of the call.

Craig Warren will present power test methodology.  No document number available as of the call.  Presentation will be available Monday May 15, 2006 on the server.

Sasha Tolpin published a document today for resolutions of known issues for inclusion in the draft.  Document number 11-06/610r0

Charles mentioned that there would be a planned State of the Draft discussion.  Charles is working on an action item list for the discussion and decisions.  This item is listed on the Agenda for 1 hour, but can be adjusted based on presentations and discussion time required.

Charles mentioned a posting on the reflector made by Dennis Ward regarding ideas presented at the last telecon.

Dennis mentioned that Pertti had previously offered to put together an Ad-Hoc session to discuss the items in his Reflector posting.

Charles requested that a volunteer organize an Ad-Hoc session / time to Tiger Team this item, and to announce their intent on the reflector.

Continuing with Issues List (11-05/1024r6), starting at #49

Discussion began with finishing comment #49

Craig offered a comment that when adding multiple devices so that calibration is maintained for validity of the test, so that one device doesn’t swamp the test.

Craig offered clarification on the context of his comment in regard to the last telecon discussion, not necessarily comment #49 itself, in regard to resolution of the comment and potential changes in the draft.

Charles and Craig clarified that devices are not necessarily plug-n-play in the figure under discussion.

Charles modified the comment resolution reflecting the discussion which was agreed upon by the members of the telecon.

Members agreed that Comment #49 is resolved.

Discussion on comment #50

Group agreed that resolution of comment #49 has addressed comment #50

Discussion on comment #81

Dennis articulated his comments to better define his intent.

Charles further commented and articulated.  Some information is a test condition set up and others are in reporting conditions.

Sasha accepted comments #79 and #80 and will stipulate traffic types.  For comment #81, it’s clear that all the test conditions shall be specified in the report.  The table is for guidance only, that all test conditions and modifiers shall be specified in the report.  Test Condition is the traffic type, and that is being resolved w/ #79 and #80.

Dennis discussed why he would like further granularity in a test report.

Craig agreed with Dennis’ comments

Further discussion on traffic, types and modifiers.

Discussion that there should be enough information in the baseline setup, contained in the draft text.  Tom  pointed out section 6.2.3.2 of the draft text that discusses frame sizes.  Also pointed out reported results in 6.2.3.4 that also addresses the comment.  It does not address TCP versus UDP.  However, that has been resolved in comment #80.

Members agreed with Tom’s assessment.  Comment #81 is resolved by comments #79 and #80.

Craig asked about reporting packet size and how it is articulated in the test set up.

Tom clarified the comment, and Craig agreed.

Members reaffirmed resolution to comment #81.
