Teleconference opened at 12:00 ET.

Bryan Wells prepared a presentation to discuss the process that is being followed by TGp in addressing the comments. The comments are available on the server with document number 11-06-553-02-000p-lb81-11p-d1-0-comment-resolution.xls.  

Following topics where discussed as part of the presentation:

1) The difficulty of having many comments spread out throughout the document addressing the same issue. 

Following the process suggested during previous meetings, different people would address the same issue. It was suggested by Bryan to categorize the comments by its content instead of the section numbers. It was agreed by the group that the comments would be restructured.

2) The use of 802.11e in a WAVE environment

IEEE 802.11e was developed with a small number of nodes in mind (around 50). WAVE could potentially have more nodes, which could result in a reduced efficiency of IEEE 802.11e.

3) The Integration of 802.11p with IEEE P1609, ISO, SAE and ASTM.

It was agreed that between now and the next IEEE meeting a list of categories will be prepared for classifying the comments. This list will be presented at the next IEEE Meeting in Jacksonville, fl for approval by the IEEE 802.11 TGp task group.
