7.4.5 Vendor Specific action details

The Vendor Specific Action frame is defined for vendor-specific signaling. The format of the Vendor Specific Action frame is shown in Figure mx1. An OUI, in the octet field immediately after the Category field, differentiates the vendors.

The Category field is set to the value indicating the Vendor Specific category, as specified in Table 24 in 7.3.1.11 

The OUI field is a public OUI assigned by the IEEE. It is 3 octets in length. It contains the OUI of the entity that has defined the content of the particular Vendor Specific action.

The Vendor Specific Content contains the vendor specific fields and the Information Elements that are defined in the standard. The length of the Vendor Specific Content in a Vendor Specific Action frame is limited by the maximum allowed MMPDU size.
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
