Key objective of the meeting is to continue to resolve comments.  Notice that any resolutions will have to be ratified at the upcoming July meeting.

Steve Conner indicated that D0.02 will be finished by the ad hoc meeting.

10 RSVPs have been received to date for the June meeting and a person on the call said they were also attending, making 11. The Chair guessed that attendance will end up around 15 or a bit higher.
Of the coordinators of the ad hoc groups, Avinash Joshi and Steve Conner are expected to be in attendance at the ad hoc. Jesse Walker will be represented by Meiyuan Zhao. Juan Carlos Zuniga is not expected to be there but may be represented by Guido Hiertz.
The July meeting in San Diego is a Plenary.  This limits time for 802.11 sessions.  Two 1.5 hour ad hoc slots are available on Monday morning.  TGs is likely to be allocated sessions including these slots plus 3 other sessions during the week, likely one on Wednesday, two on Thursday. Because of the limited time, any technical presentations will be limited to those directly related to comment resolutions.

A question was asked regarding the status of meetings with 802.16j and 802.15.5 on mesh collaboration? A tutorial was held at the March meeting on 802.16j Multi-Hop Relay.  A tutorial on 802.11s will be proposed for the July meeting and it will be suggested to the chair of 802.15.5 that they should also propose a July tutorial.  Then a joint meeting would be held, at the earliest in November since that is the next 802 Plenary and 802.16 does not attend the wireless Interim meetings.  The Chair’s opinion is that there appears to be little commonality in details between the groups but it is good for their technologies to become more widely known in 802.

No one had any additional topics they wished to bring up on this call.
