Bob proceeded with presentation doc nr. 0735r2 addressing the comments to .11p section 20.3.9.1.

Wayne proceeded with a comment/question: The categories for resolution are accepted, differed, rejected. He requested whether it was acceptable to use accepted if a section was deleted. This was left up to the judgement of the editor. 

There were not more than 3 sessions available for TGp in San Diego. Most of the time is taken by TGn/m. Because of the schedule of the sessions, the adhoc’s meetings on Monday will be very important.

Lee mentioned that he cannot attend the San Diego meeting and he is trying to have Broady replace him.
