Discussion of channel plan & emissions mask and the utility of the band edges given adjacent incumbent (ground based RADARs) interference issues.  ( possible use of guard bands to mitigate adjacent frequency high energy usage)

Discussions of overlapping verses non-overlapping channel plan and past experiences of same, and possible use of control channel.  

Further discussion required at July Plenary with likely follow-on vote to decide channelization plan/approach at a time to be decided in Tuesday opening TGy meeting, and to take place in one of the Thursday meetings. (..object is to get TGn and TGp participants input, then vote)
2. Mobile Service in 3650 MHz band
Chair continues on by moving to discussion of MSE (mobile service enablement)   06/864r1
Discussion of MSE semantics/approach and of beacon frame used 06/0867r1
Discussion of the utility of the contents of the MSE LCI beacon frame, its contents, real-world meaning, privacy or security issues.  Reference was made to frame security in P1609.2, where apparently there is a one-way secure method to send messages to vehicles..  Participants agree further discussion should be ongoing on TGy email reflector & in July 11th Teleconf.
