Chair calls Teleconf to order at 5 minutes past the hour of 1PM EDT.

Role Call  (attendance is below)

Chair asks for approval of proposed meeting agenda, but with the minor change of  moving the energy detect (CCA) discussion to the beginning of Teleconf proceedings as the first topic for discussion. (..in deference to the time constraint of other Teleconf attendees)  Hearing no objections to this July 11th Teleconf Agenda, with this slight change, is approved.

IEEE PATCOM Patent Statement is read by Chair (Pro Tem) and Chair asks the following..

"Are you aware of, and understand the IEEE patent policy as stated? If not please refer to the correct section or IEEE Patcom URL  http://standards.ieee.org/board/pat/pat-slideset.ppt”   Chair asks “Are there are any matters which the WG chair needs to be informed of?” No reply by those on the call.

Chair next ask for review and approval of June 28th Teleconf minutes, 06/873r0.

Chair asks if there are any matters arising from the minutes of the June 28th conference call.  (none heard)   

Chair asks if there any objection to approving the minutes of June 28th conference call.
Hearing none, the Minutes of the TGy June 28th conference call is approved.

Energy Detect (ED) Discussion
To achieve the goal of making the 3650 band functional even under heavy-use scenarios, chair offers a discussion about using the 11g PHY's CCA--which has more functionality than that of  the 11a PHY ED.

Chair discussed sections from P802.11-REVma-D7.0-redline regarding the CCA for 3650 MHz band’s ED requirement.. Specifically,..

    - Sections 18.4.8.4, and 18.4.5.15 (energy detect request),  and 18.4.5.14 (energy detect indicator) described in the “11g” PHY

    - Sections 17.3.10.5 and 17.4.5.4 describe the “11a” PHY.  

Summary of CCA/PHY Discussion: 11a CCA scales according to channel width and has only 2 fixed thresholds--which will likely not be enough functionality for 11y in heavily used environments.  Further discussion of 11a's CCA vs 11g's CCA might be called for.

Brief channel plan discussion as related to ED.. points raised:
- Hyperlan2 had no overlapping channels

- CCA easier to implement with no overlapping channels

- To be discussed at Plenary Tues 10:30AM meeting.  Goal is to minimize interference.
Reference Document Discussion

Chair speaks about updating supporting docs to further clarify previous discussions.  Specifically.. Draft 7 redline of REVma, CCA section on page 690 (ie Sections 18.4.8.4) & Discussion of 855r2, Annex J

- Possible revisions of table I2 

- Add behaviours in Table I3 for CCA/ED
- In page 4, Table J1, a 9th behaviour would be added (to describe the 11g CCA) 

- New regulatory class table entries will be needed.
Mobile Enablement Discussion (864r1 & 867r1)  
Discussion returns to MSE bits and their attributes and MSE Probe request & response

New clause required as 11y is different than 11k (as k is using action frames)
Discussion of BSS & IBSS enablement based on MSE by a remote fixed base station broadcasting enablement beacons.  Noted that a Registered STA’s location enablement is on a STA by STA basis.  Location accuracy in the law currently requires 1 meter.. 
Meeting Schedule Discussion (for upcoming Plenary)
Tues AM2: Voting of recommendation to be TG Chair done by 40th minute, followed by discussion of PHY signalling & PPT’s  
Thur AM2: MAC discussions.. move towards getting a draft together, Thur PM2: move towards a vote on D0.01y 

Chair discusses planning thru November.. possible empowerment to use Teleconf as needed
Digression into discussion related to Standard Group P1609.2 document.  Beacon frame security discussed. 
Chair asks for adjournment at 25 minutes past the hour of 2PM EDT

90.7 Definitions.

    * * * * *

Contention-based protocol: A protocol that allows multiple users to share the same spectrum by defining the events that must occur when two or more transmitters attempt to simultaneously access the same channel and establishing rules by which a transmitter provides reasonable opportunities for other transmitters to operate. Such a protocol may consist of procedures for initiating new transmissions, procedures for determining the state of the channel (available or unavailable), and procedures for managing retransmissions in the event of a busy channel.
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
