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Minutes

The Chair convened the call at 17:05 EST

All participants were familiar with the IPR policy. The chair called for any member knowing of any patents of which the 802.11 Chair should be made aware and there was no response.

The chiar reviewed the announced Agenda and proposed to reverse the order of items 4 and 5 and limit the call to 1 ½ hours maximum. There was no objection to the Agenda for the call as so modified which was as follows:

The chair led a discussion of the tentative agenda for the San Diego meeting, version 11-06/827r3 of which had been posted before the call. 

There are currently no “general” mesh technical presentations for the TGs session of which the chair is aware. The chair was contacted about one such presentation but, due to the limited time available to TGs at the July meeting, the Chair recommended that the authors seek to present it to WNG and WNG has accepted that presentation. TGs members may wish to note that there will be a mesh related presentation to WNG Tuesday morning in San Diego.

The “6 address” presentation, 11-06/841 was brought up as a somewhat general mesh presentation that is generally related to a number of informal comments. The chair suggested adding this to the Thursday morning TGs session, after Security, with the understanding that it might slip to the afternoon session if time is not available in the morning. There was no objection to this
There was a suggestion to similarly add an interworking presentation after the 6-address presentation and there was also no objection to that change to the tentative agenda.
Kazuyuki Sakoda then reviewed four submissions intended to resolve informal comments, in particular he spoke on each one, summarizing it, in the following order:

11-06/899r0, “Power save terminology correction”, CID 105

11-06/900r0, “Power save and discovery services”, CID 222

11-06/901r0, “Power save procedures for unsynch MPs”, CID 223

11-06/902r0, “Power save and broadcast frames”, CID 227
After briefly going over each, Kaz asked for comments and suggestions. There was none except on 11-06/901r0. It was pointed out that, although  CID 223 was marked as “Accept” in the resolution spreadsheet (11-06/602r14), exact working is not provided or referenced in that spread sheet. Rather, the entry for CID 223 says that wording will be provided in a later submission. Thus, this entry might have better been labeled as “Defer-NS” (Need Submission).

The chair mentioned that, to make small submissions for informal comments easier, he was producing a compound submission which could contain the material that would otherwise be in multiple submissions.
Avinahs Joshi announced that the RFI (Routing, Forwarding, and Interworking) subgroup had been working hard with weekly phone calls and expects to have a number of 
No one had any additional topics they wished to bring up on this call.
