Re: Renewed invitation to collaborate with IEEE 802 on WLAN security requirements

IEEE 802.11 Task Groups are actively working on many issues pertaining to wireless LANs, including High Throughput (TGn), Vehicular Applications (TGp), Fast BSS Transition (TGr), Mesh Networking (TGs), improved Network Management (TGv), and Security Extensions for Network Management (TGw).

IEEE 802 solicits requirements from China, and seeks participation by Chinese citizens in this work. Many Chinese professionals are already members of the IEEE 802.11 Working Group, and have been honored for their contributions.
