TGn Editor:  Replace the second paragraph in 9.21.2 of D1.02 (page 106, approximately lines 15—17) with the following text:

+HTC frames with the MRQ bit set should be either transmitted in a sounding PPDU (a PPDU with the not sounding bit set to zero), or the ZLF Announcement bit in the +HTC frame should be set and the +HTC frame is followed by a ZLF.  The number of HT-LTFs sent in the sounding PPDU or in the ZLF is determined by the total number of spatial dimensions to be sounded, including extra spatial dimension (if any) beyond those used by the data portion of the frame, for which information is required.
