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7.3.2.42 Mobility domain information element

Modify the first paragraph of this section as follows:

The Mobility Domain information element contains the Mobility Domain Identifier, Fast BSS Transition Capability and the Resource Policy. The Access Point uses the Mobility Domain information element to advertise that it is included in the group of APs that constitute a Mobility Domain, to advertise its support for Fast BSS Transition capability, and to advertise its resource policy information. The STA uses the Mobility Domain information element in the FT Transition Request message to signal the FT Protocol Mechanism that it will use. The format for this information element is given in Figure 112K.

8A.4 Fast BSS Transition reservation mechanism

Modify clause 8A.4, modifying the second paragraph with the following:

Availability of the reservation mechanism is advertised by the target AP in the MDIE, by setting the FT Protocol Option to 1. If the FT Protocol Option is set to one, then the STA shall use the FT Reservation mechanism. In this case, a STA that is not reserving resources may signal the use of the FT Base Mechanism using the FT Protocol Option as described in 8A.5.1. If a STA attempts to use the FT Base Mechanism when the FT Protocol Option is set to 1, the AP shall respond with status code set to 38 ("The request has not been successful as one or more parameters have invalid values"), unless the STA is not reserving resources and has signalled the FT Base Mechanism in the FT request message[#803, #1244]. If a STA attempts to use the FT Reservation Mechanism when the FT Protocol Option is set to 0, the AP shall respond with status code set to 38 ("The request has not been successful as one or more parameters have invalid values").

8A.5.1 FT authentication sequence: contents of fast BSS transition request
Add the following paragraph after the paragraph above:

The STA shall use the FT Protocol Option to indicate whether is will use the FT Base or FT Reservation mechanism. The FT Protocol Option chosen by the STA will be based on the FT Protocol Option advertised by the AP. If the FT Protocol Option advertised by the AP requires the FT Reservation mechanism but the STA does not need to reserve resources, the STA may use the FT protocol Option to indicate that it will use the FT Base Mechanism (i.e. will not be reserving resources) during the FT.
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Abstract


This submission addresses a use case where a STA using an FT mechanism tries to transition in the case where the AP advertises a FT Protocol option of reservation and the STA tries to FT without reserving resources.
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
