TGn Editor: On page 159 of TGn draft 1.0, delete the two sequential sentences on line 24 which begin with “The HT OFDM PHY defined in Clause 20” and replace them with the following two sentences:

The HT OFDM PHY defined in Clause 20 shall be mandatory at an AP for all rates specifying 1 or 2 spatial streams with equal modulation in each stream and operating at 20MHz bandwidth. The HT OFDM PHY defined in Clause 20 shall be mandatory at a STA for all rates specifying 1 spatial stream and operating at 20 MHz bandwidth.
