No other topics were suggested, so the Agenda was adopted.

Submission 11-06/1353r0 was presented by Jesse Walker. This document primarily concerns the status of submissions 11-06/1001 and 11-06/996. 11-06/996 had been uploaded at the July meeting in San Diego but not presented.
11-06/1001 has had 11-06/1088 merged into it. 11-06/1088 was approved by a majority, but not the necessary ¾, in San Diego. Changes have been made in the combined document which are believed to make it more acceptable. One change not show in the slides being presented is that it now takes the key caching provided in Section 8.4 of 802.11 more explicitly into account.
The section of 11-06/1353r0 about 11-06/996r0 has an out of date state diagram in slide 14. An additional state has been added. The action in point 2 on slide 15 (overlaying the 4-way handshake) is expected to be proposed at the November meeting.
Since Jesse will not be at the Melbourne meeting (he is going on sabbatical), Steve Conner is expected to present this material at the meeting later this month.
After this presentation, the Chair asked for questions or comments and there were none.

Submission 11-06/1351r0 (CID 161) was presented by George Calcev. It describes power save optimization for short broadcast frames, permitting them to be sent during the ATIM window.
After this presentation, the Chair asked for questions or comments and there were none.

The Chair reviewed the tentative September meeting Agenda using document 11-06/1140r1. There are 7 slots, 14 hours, all regular meeting time.  Since it appears that the TGs Secretary will not be in Melbourne, the Chair will add a Temporary Secretary selection item to the agenda. There is a TGs Security Session provided in the agenda and the presentation of 11-06/1001 will be added to it. There will also be a list of general floating submission presentations added to the agenda and 11-06/996 will probably be added to that.
