· Chair relates news of dot 18’s meeting at FCC on Sept 7th in DC as a presentation of the progress of both 11y & 16h Task Groups

· Brief discussion results of 06/955r1 & discussion about CCA modes (reference to 06/0864r2)

· Question about which CCA modes are the best candidate(s), answer is CCA mode’s 1 & 5 are modes to use..

· Chair leads talks about contents of 06/0842r2 & discussion follows about the behavior of 11y mobiles and adhoc networks

· Mention made of TGs also has work in the mobile adhoc networks

· Discussion of channel switch announcement, further discussion called for at Interim

· Reference to TGv channel switch requirements made

· Discussion of UDE’s and their timing for enablement by fixed base stations 

· Semantics of controlling (UDE’s) discussed (ie enablement of mobiles by fixed STA’s will “pass thru” any enabling control signal via other base stations to mobile STA’s)

· Probe request and response discussed.

· Suggested that two timers are needed.. one for a window to associate/authenticate/enable, and one for the duration a station must wait before attempting same again should the station not succeed during the first window.

· Discussion about enablement/auth. window: 5 seconds, 8 seconds, and 10 seconds discussed.

· Discussion of the duration of the “do not transmit” window: 512 seconds mentioned, 10 minutes (600 seconds mentioned as well)

· Chair asks for further discussion on this topic in Melbourne

· Chair moves on to Melbourne Agenda..

· Further discussions of base/mobile operations

· Scheduled overlap Tuesday AM1 meeting with 802.18 (for discussion of dot 18’s FCC’s meeting)
