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The following is basically a copy of the Abstracts in the associated documents that summarizes the changes to P802.11p D1.0.

1.
Clauses 5, 7, 9, 10, and 11.  (From 11-06-0890r3)
Changes to clauses 5, 7, and 9 that specify the MAC differences between the 11p WAVE mode and IBSS and infrastructure BSS (specifically, no beaconing or association, no management frames used except WAVE Announcement, Measurement Request/Report and link Measurement Request/Report, and control frames still permitted) in 802.11p.

This document uses REVma D7.0 for reference.  The specific changes to P802.11p D1.0 are proposed in document 11-06-0890r3, which also required edits to other parts of clauses 5, 7 and 9, as well as minor changes to clauses 10 and 11.  For the 802.11p draft this document essentially proposes replacing the existing clauses 5, 7, 9 and 11 with those provided herein, with a minor change to subclause 10.3.9.1. However, not all portions of these clauses were changed.
2.
Clause 20 incorporated into Clause 17  (From 11-06-1136r2)
In response to the many comments received on Clause 20 of P802.11p D1.0 this document presents a draft of changes to Clause 17 in place of the information that was contained in Clause 20.  Since so much of Clause 20 has been included in Clause 17 already by other task group amendments or has been relocated to an Annex or has been deleted it is reasonable to create changes and additions to the latest Clause 17 instead of maintaing a separate clause.  This document presents a draft of these changes and is provided for discussion during the TGp teleconferences.

Changes incorporated into Clause 17 include the results of Comment Resolutions already addressed by documents:  802.11-06/  0627r0, 0628r1, 0735r2, 0874r0, 0876r1, 0878r0, 1038r0, and the motions agreed to during the formal TGp sessions at the 802.11 WG meetings.

Updates from 8/10/06 teleconference include: Keep 64 levels of TXPWR.  Update (mostly remove) references of Slot Time, aAirPropagation Time, and aChSwitchTime. Update Table p12 and Table 152. Note, some items/issues still need to be verified and finalized.

Annex A      (From 11-06-1357r0)
In response to the many comments received on P802.11p D1.0 this document presents a draft of changes to Annex A.  Note, this draft of changes to Annex A removes all references to Clause 20 which have been incorporated into Clause 17 and Annexes I and J.  The Transmit Specifications and Receiver Specifications and data rates for WAVE are addressed by the 10 MHz channel specifications already defined in Clause 17.  Only a few additional PICS are required to identify the 5.9 GHz band for WAVE and the additional temperature range to support devices operating in the automotive environment.

Annex I and Annex J      (From 11-06-1144r2)
In response to the many comments received on Clause 20 of P802.11p D1.0 this document presents a draft of changes to Annex I and Annex J in place of the information that was contained in Clause 20.  

Note, this draft of changes to Annex I and Annex J includes the results of Comment Resolutions already addressed by documents:  802.11-06/ 0735r2, 0876r1, 0878r0, 1038r0, and the motions agreed to during the formal TGp sessions at the 802.11 WG meetings.

In Rev 1 of this document changes include:  A “Coverage Class” column was added to Table pJ.1 and a statement added to the preceeding subclause. 
EDITOR Note:  This subject has been addressed by Peter Ecclesine.  He implies that this is NOT required as it is covered in other ways. The only requirement is to add a line entry into the present Table J.1 to uniquely identify the WAVE Channel set as a new Regulatory Class (12).
