IEEE 802.11 has received a request to determine if the WLAN Switch Benchmarking proposal, (see http://www3.ietf.org/proceedings/06jul/slides/bmwg-7/sld1.htm) is in scope for IEEE 802.11. This applies most directly to the work ongoing in IEEE 802.11 Task Group T, Wireless Performance.


IEEE 802.11 has considered the WLAN Switch Benchmarking Proposal and has determined that the scope of work described by the proposal is not within the scope of work currently underway in TGT. While IEEE 802.11 is not taking up work in this area, we request to be updated on the progress WLAN Benchmark related work, if taken up by the BMWG.
