Discussion of new business since Sept 26th telecon 
· Chair notes the Oct 10th telecon had no other participants on the call by 5 minutes past the hour, so it was not started. Phone bridge remained open & some TG participates called in for discussions on an ad hoc basis.
· Discussion of Thursday 8am TGy/.16h  joint meeting liaison letter from .16
· Discussion of .16h draft amendment which is in .16 Letter Ballot
· Brief discussion of DSE as some comments are to remove the word "registered"
· Discussion of using CSA in favor of extended CSA (TGv doc 06/1434 vs TGy 06/1432)
Beginning of Comment Processing.. (and issues surrounding same)
· Discussion of editorial page numbering issues and the confusion caused by same
· Discussion of how to group or allocate received comments (editorial, technical, etc)
· Discussion of the semantics of what "fixed" and base station really means
· Discussion of whether certain channel widths should be mandatory vs optional 

· Discussion of overlapping channel operation in Japan (Annex J referenced)
· Discussion of TGn channelization overlap and how this is related to same
· Discussion of multiple channel filter requirement being a possibility for 10 & 20 Mhz channel widths
· Discussion of LCI with respect to a dependent STA's ability to define and convey its location
· After discussion of a number of comments, three technical questions/issues are in need of wider discussion and will be posted to the TGy reflector to ask for comments.  These questions, as posted, are as follows..
1) Comments 150, 151, 156 and 157 request that only Extended Channel Switch Announcement be used in the US 3650 MHz band, and the 7.3.2.20 and 7.4.1.5 CSA not be permitted in this band. [Note that TGv has text on an Extended Channel Switch Announcement that can be used in many bands.  Should support of the current CSA be prohibited in the US 3650 band?

2) Comment 94 requests that support for 5-, 10- and 20-MHz channel widths be mandatory for all stations, to give operators the most capability to reduce interference.  Support of which channel widths should be mandatory for fixed/base stations? And for dependent stations?

3) Comment 137 requests that dependent stations not reveal the registered location field in Probe Responses, rather that they return a tag or timestamp that the base station can use to verify enablement. One alternative discussed in the telecon is require dependent stations to emit a registered location Probe Response to self every [512] seconds. Hopefully the commenter can lead us through the scenarios and ramifications behind comment 137, as it affects the ability of other operators to find and resolve causes of  interference.
